Do You See What | See? Paint Analysis and Color Research and Can be Uncovered (conférence en
anglais)

Nothing gives character and scale to historic buildings like windows. If they are original, their wood and
glass provides insight into the evolution of architectural styles, regional preferences, and the economics
of their period. But hidden below layers of paint are architectural finishes that can tell us a more
complete story of the building over its entire history.

The tools used to identify historic paint and other architectural finishes are paint analysis and color
investigations. They are amazingly useful tools for assisting with the documentation historic buildings.
Architectural finish research is a relatively new field and one that is continually evolving. Unfortunately
there are no established standards to ensure these studies are done so that they produce accurate and
useable information. This presentation will review the basics that must be included in any paint study
and how to commission reports that provide you with useful and often fascinating information.

For the earliest windows, a limited selection of pigments or stains provided the color choices. As North
America prospered, more pigments became available and a wider selection of color choices allowed the



owner, builder, or architect to make a statement with their windows that was not always limited to one
or two colors. This talk with include a look at paint finishes found on windows over the last 300 years
and what these colors say about the buildings they ornamented.
